It can feel like a paradox. On Yom Kippur, at the very culmination of
our season of repentance and renewal, we pause. On Sh’mini Atzeret,
the pinnacle of our joy after Sukkot, the celebration comes to a halt.
We stop for Yizkor, a service of solemn remembrance. Why does our
tradition ask us to invite sorrow into a day of joy?

Perhaps the question is not why we interrupt our celebration, but
how we can make it more complete. Jewish wisdom understands
that the human heart is vast enough to hold both happiness and
sorrow at once. Yizkor is not a detour from the festival; it is an
essential part of its path. It carves out a sacred space to
acknowledge that our loved ones are intertwined with the very fabric
of our happiest moments. To celebrate without remembering them
would be to bring an incomplete version of ourselves to the occasion.
By remembering, we bring our whole hearts—including the tender
places of loss—before G-d.

Furthermore, our festivals are celebrations of continuity. They tell the
story of our people’s journey, a story of 'dor vador, from generation to
generation. Our parents, grandparents, partners, siblings, and
children are the most vital links in that chain. When we say Yizkor, we
are not just looking backward with sadness; we are actively weaving
their thread into the tapestry of the present. We declare that their
lives and their love are an inseparable part of the ongoing story we
celebrate today.

Yizkor does not cast a shadow on the light of a festival. It deepens it,
giving it the texture of real life. It is a profound acknowledgement
that the love that brings a tear to our eye is the very same love that
allows our hearts to feel true joy. In this sacred pause, we affirm that
those we love are with us always.
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May their souls be bound up in the bonds of life, and may their
memories be for a blessing.
